Preschool Education in Russia.

The state pre-school education is represented by kindergartens- full day child -care
institutions for the children of 3 to 6 years of age. Most state kindergartens have nurseries which
children can attend. They usually require a small monthly fee paid by the parents (20 per cent of
cost). The rest of the fee is compensated by the regional and local authorities that regulate
kindergartens. Mass appearance of public kindergartens in Russia was started after the October
revolution and in the Soviet times aimed at replacing the family upbringing. In 1990 many
kindergartens were closed in light of economic and demographic considerations.

Nowadays as Russia is experiencing the biggest baby boom since the Soviet times,
Russian parents face a dramatic shortage of public child caring institutions. Almost all
kindergartens have waiting lists where parents sign their children as soon as they are born. The
increasing demand in child day care and preschool education boosted the appearance of

numerous private nurseries and educational facilities for junior children. They are day-care for

children aged 18 months to 4 vears old and half day preschool for 3-4 year old. Many include

meals, transportation, creative learning, arts, dance, chess, multisport activities, therapy, English

lessons and even summer camps. The schools use a variety number of methods and innovative

like Waldorf or Montessori approach, Zaitsev’s method, etc. They are highly popular.

Big Ben

London has many landmarks, but none is more popular than the Elizabeth Tower which is located
at one end of the Houses of Parliament in Westminster, London. The famous tower is the third tallest
clock tower in the world. It is probably the most well-known attraction in not only London, but Great
Britain as well. But, what makes this tower so special?

The Elizabeth Tower is home to the largest four-faced chiming bell in the world. The official
name of the bell is The Great Bell. However, its nickname Big Ben is more popular than the official
name. Nobody knows exactly why the bell got such a nickname. There are two main versions. The first
one is that the bell was named after Sir Benjamin Hall, the British engineer who managed the casting of
the bell. His name was put on the bell itself. The second version suggests that the bell was named after
Ben Caunt, a famous heavyweight boxing champion of that time.

Big Ben weighs 13.5 British tons, which is about the size of two large African Elephants. It is 2.2
meters high and has a diameter of 2.7 meters. Big Ben chimes every hour. The clock tower was
completed in 1859 and Big Ben first chimed over London on July 11 that year.

There are also four nameless quarter bells inside the tower. They chime every fifteen minutes,
playing the world famous Westminster chimes. They can be heard from a distance of as far as 12
kilometres!

Amazingly, the bells still chimed and the clock still showed the exact time after the Houses of
Parliament were bombed during World War Il. The building was completely destroyed, but the tower and
the clock weren’t damaged.

The clock faces are 7 metres in diameter. The hour hand is 2.7 metres long, and the minute hand
is 4.3 metres long. There is an inscription in Latin in gold letters along the bottom of each of the clock
faces, ‘O Lord, keep safe our Queen Victoria the First’.
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The clock’s time is kept accurate. There have been some incidents when the clock was inaccurate.
In 1949, birds damaged the minute hand and made it slow down by 4.5 minutes.

Nowadays clockmakers climb the Elizabeth Tower 3 times a week to wind Big Ben’s Clock,
whose timing can be affected by the weather, atmospheric pressure or simply by its age. Big Ben’s Clock
is over 150 years old.

At the top of the Elizabeth Tower there is a lantern known as the Ayrton Light, which is lit
whenever the House of Commons or the House of Lords is in session.

The Big Ben chimes to greet the New Year and it is a starting point for the New Year’s
celebration of the entire country. The BBC also broadcasts the chiming of the bells on Remembrance Day
to mark the 11th hour of the 11th day of the 11th month; the end of World War I.

There are 334 steps to the top of the clock tower. Unfortunately, it is not open to the public for
viewing the city.

Education in Great Britain: Higher Education

There is a considerable choice of post-school education in Britain. In addition to universities,
there are also polytechnics and a series of different types of colleges, such as colleges of technology, art,
etc, which tend to provide more work-orientated courses than universities. Some of these courses are part-
time, with the students being released by their employers for one day a week or longer periods.

Virtually all students on full-time courses receive grants or loans from the Government which
cover their tuition fees and everyday expenses (accommodation, food, books, etc).

Universities in Britain enjoy complete academic freedom, choosing their own staff and deciding
which students to admit, what and how to teach, and which degrees to award (first degrees are called
Bachelor degrees).

There is no automatic admission to university, as there are only a limited number of places
(around 100,000) available each year. Candidates are accepted on the basis of their A-level results.
Virtually all degree courses are full-time and most last three years (medical and veterinary courses last
five or six years).

Students who obtain their Bachelor degree (graduates) can apply to take a further degree course,
usually involving a mixture of exam courses and research. There are two different types of post-graduate
courses — the master's degree (MA or MSc), which takes one or two years, and the higher degree of
Doctor of Philosophy (PhD), which takes two or three years.

Big Ben

London has many landmarks, but none is more popular than the Elizabeth Tower which is located
at one end of the Houses of Parliament in Westminster, London. The famous tower is the third tallest
clock tower in the world. It is probably the most well-known attraction in not only London, but Great
Britain as well. But, what makes this tower so special?

The Elizabeth Tower is home to the largest four-faced chiming bell in the world. The official
name of the bell is The Great Bell. However, its nickname Big Ben is more popular than the official
name. Nobody knows exactly why the bell got such a nickname. There are two main versions. The first
one is that the bell was named after Sir Benjamin Hall, the British engineer who managed the casting of
the bell. His name was put on the bell itself. The second version suggests that the bell was named after
Ben Caunt, a famous heavyweight boxing champion of that time.

Big Ben weighs 13.5 British tons, which is about the size of two large African Elephants. It is 2.2
meters high and has a diameter of 2.7 meters. Big Ben chimes every hour. The clock tower was
completed in 1859 and Big Ben first chimed over London on July 11 that year.

There are also four nameless quarter bells inside the tower. They chime every fifteen minutes,
playing the world famous Westminster chimes. They can be heard from a distance of as far as 12
kilometres!

Amazingly, the bells still chimed and the clock still showed the exact time after the Houses of
Parliament were bombed during World War Il. The building was completely destroyed, but the tower and
the clock weren’t damaged.

The clock faces are 7 metres in diameter. The hour hand is 2.7 metres long, and the minute hand
is 4.3 metres long. There is an inscription in Latin in gold letters along the bottom of each of the clock
faces, ‘O Lord, keep safe our Queen Victoria the First’.

The clock’s time is kept accurate. There have been some incidents when the clock was inaccurate.
In 1949, birds damaged the minute hand and made it slow down by 4.5 minutes.
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Nowadays clockmakers climb the Elizabeth Tower 3 times a week to wind Big Ben’s Clock,
whose timing can be affected by the weather, atmospheric pressure or simply by its age. Big Ben’s Clock
is over 150 years old.

At the top of the Elizabeth Tower there is a lantern known as the Ayrton Light, which is lit
whenever the House of Commons or the House of Lords is in session.

The Big Ben chimes to greet the New Year and it is a starting point for the New Year’s
celebration of the entire country. The BBC also broadcasts the chiming of the bells on Remembrance Day
to mark the 11th hour of the 11th day of the 11th month; the end of World War I.

There are 334 steps to the top of the clock tower. Unfortunately, it is not open to the public for
viewing the city.

Education in Great Britain: Higher Education

There is a considerable choice of post-school education in Britain. In addition to universities,
there are also polytechnics and a series of different types of colleges, such as colleges of technology, art,
etc, which tend to provide more work-orientated courses than universities. Some of these courses are part-
time, with the students being released by their employers for one day a week or longer periods.

Virtually all students on full-time courses receive grants or loans from the Government which
cover their tuition fees and everyday expenses (accommodation, food, books, etc).

Universities in Britain enjoy complete academic freedom, choosing their own staff and deciding
which students to admit, what and how to teach, and which degrees to award (first degrees are called
Bachelor degrees).

There is no automatic admission to university, as there are only a limited number of places
(around 100,000) available each year. Candidates are accepted on the basis of their A-level results.
Virtually all degree courses are full-time and most last three years (medical and veterinary courses last
five or six years).

Students who obtain their Bachelor degree (graduates) can apply to take a further degree course,
usually involving a mixture of exam courses and research. There are two different types of post-graduate
courses — the master's degree (MA or MSc), which takes one or two years, and the higher degree of
Doctor of Philosophy (PhD), which takes two or three years.

Everyone has rights, including you. To protect children’s rights the United Nations has worked out an

international agreement called the United Nations Convention on the Rights of the Child. According to
this Convention:

all children have the right to non-discrimination (Article 2);

All children have the right to life (Article 6);

All children have the right to name and nationality at birth (Article 7);

Children have the right to express their views (Article 12);

Children have the right to meet other people (Article 15);

Children have the right to privacy (Article 16);

Children have the right to information (Article 17);

Disabled children have the right to take a full and active part in everyday life (Article 23);

Children have the right to health and health care (Article 24);

Children have the right to education and development (Article 28, 29);

and become a citizen of a particular country.

4) The right for disabled children to take a full and active part in everyday life means that such children
must be helped to be as independent as possible.

5) The right to non-discrimination means that children can join organisations, take part in meetings and
peaceful demonstrations which do not affect other people’s rights. All children should have the rights
whatever their race, sex, religion, language, disability, opinion or family background.
6) The right to health and health care means that all children should have a chance to live in a safe and
unpolluted environment with good food and clean drinking water. The government must give children
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good medical care and try to reduce the number of deaths in childhood.
7) The right to protection means that the government should protect children from harm, cruelty, abuse
and dangerous drugs.
